1. Describe the emergence and main characteristics of the “New Social History” movement in 

the United States.

1. Describe the interpretations of the 1956 Revolution that took shape during the Kádár regime. 

2. Describe the main historiographical trends in the evaluation of the 1956 Revolution that 

developed after 1989.

1. Describe how the historiographical evaluation of far-right movements of the interwar period 

has changed. 

2. Describe how historiographical views on the post-World War I peace settlements have 

changed.
